UPA’s Fairpoint Peninsula Scenic Beautification Zone Update:

The United Peninsula Association (UPA) is truly “giving our community a voice”.  At the last UPA General Meeting September 29th, I had the distinct pleasure of welcoming another 5,000 HOA members to our organization, when Holley-by-the-Sea’s HOA joined our association.  We now represent the interests of over 30,000 residents and business owners that live and/or work on Fairpoint Peninsula.  Our meetings are open to the public and you are all encouraged to attend to hear what is going on to improve our communities along Hwy 98 in Santa Rosa County. 

It was my pleasure to also announce the initial three beautification projects for the Fairpoint Peninsula’s Scenic Beautification Zone, as the effort is now officially being called.  The three projects include: 1) Garcon Point intersection where the bridge road meets Hwy 98; 2) the Villa Venyce / Grand Point intersection at Hwy 98; and 3) the Okaloosa County-Santa Rosa County line on Highway 98.  Each beautification area would be approximately ¼ to ½ mile on either side of the crossing road of Hwy 98 due to the expense involved.  All would use gray water made available from SSRUS.  
One other major announcement (which was the culmination of several month’s effort) was the submission of the application for UPA to become a 501(c)(3) tax-exempt organization under the IRS code.    Approval is expected before year end.  With the tax-exempt and non-profit designation, we will qualify for grants.  We have also reached out to many business neighbors requesting corporate sponsorships for scenic beautification projects.  Pen Air Federal Credit Union is our lead business partner and has already pledged thousands in support of UPA’s scenic beautification plans.  Individuals and businesses are all encouraged to donate to the fund as that will simply make more grants and matching funds available, thus more beautification and safety efforts possible.  

Bay Breeze Nursing and Retirement Center, 3387 Gulf Breeze Parkway has offered to host our next UPA meeting on Thurs., October 21st,  beginning at 5:30pm in the Assisted Living Center, located at the rear of the building that is closest to Hwy 98.  Several candidates or their representatives running for local and state offices on the Nov 2nd ballot will be guest speakers.  We will also have discussion regarding the various Amendments on the ballot.  For more information, please go to:   www.unitedpeninsula.org.  The public is invited!

Appearance / Yard-of-the-Month: 
Our neighborhood is looking better.  We need to keep working and improving the appearance of Santa Rosa Shores.  A few tips to keep in mind as follows:  eliminate weeds before they can produce seeds to prevent them from reappearing next spring.  There are many safe products available to treat plant viruses, molds and insects.  I personally like systemic methods that you mix with water and apply to the root system of plants with a sprinkling can.   These products are absorbed through the roots to the entire plant, stems and leaves.

By planting mostly native species of plants, shrubs and trees it will be much easier and less expensive to maintain them.

Your Homeowner’s Association is managing your money effectively.  As of Sep. 30, 2010, our income for the quarter was $283.12, expenses were $1,395.94, resulting in a 3rd quarter net loss of ($1,112,82).  However, Year To Date we have a net income of $3,664.68.
The Third Quarter is budgeted as one of our lower revenue quarters due to membership dues typically being paid earlier in the year.  However, we do accept membership payments year round. (          
 
Our Association has a total balance of $23,887.42, which includes $9,873.82 in checking, $2,609.68 in Swenson Park Fund and $11,378.64 in two CD's.
