Dear Residents:

Congratulations on being one of the first HOAs in the area to have the foresight to adopt a comprehensive solid waste program and adopt curbside recycling!  Thank you for selecting Allied Waste Services to provide this service.  

No more lugging recyclables to collection centers, or worse yet, throwing them in the garbage.  We will come to your home and collect your recyclables every other week!  For more information on curbside recycling, you can visit www.recyclesantarosa.com.  As part of this service package, we will also provide weekly yard waste collection April through October, and on call yard waste service November through March.  Finally, we will collect garbage once per week.  This comprehensive program (EOW Recycling collection, Seasonal Yard Waste collection and Weekly Garbage collection) maximizes value, minimizes wear and tear on your streets, and helps insure the safety of your residents.  

Another unique benefit of partnering with Allied is our commitment to be a corporate partner with Santa Rosa Shores.  As participation rates increase, Allied will become a more active member of your community.  We will be sponsoring the park, community events, etc.  To further encourage participation with Allied, we have agreed to waive set up fees.   We understand that many of you have already paid for service from another provider through the first quarter, so we have agreed to waive the $50 set up fee for any resident who signs up for service with Allied prior to April 1st.   

To sign up for service, just email your name and contact phone number (with a preferred call back time) to:

Be sure to put Santa Rosa Shores in the subject line.   Existing Allied customers who want to migrate to the new service model should also send us an email.  In either case, one of our professional customer service representatives will then call you to set up service.   For those without access to email, you may also call 433-7425, though you may experience a wait since we have a lot of people calling this time of year.   

Our package will include two 95-gallon containers, one for garbage and one for recycling and a six bag limit on yard waste each week.  The rate for the service will be $21/month, plus fees.   Fees will include a 6% environmental fee, a fuel fee tied to the cost of diesel fuel, and a quarterly admin fee of $1.30.

Thanks again and we look forward to servicing your community.
